ORDER OF BUSINESS

Mrs. Lostaglio, Vice-President, opened the meeting and recognized District residents.

Mr. Alden Link stated that electricity would be more economical to heat the High School. 

Mr. Castellani thanked Mr. Link and requested that he make an appointment to meet with him to discuss this further.  Ms. Maureen Carpenick, addressed the Board of Education and informed them that certain residents have formed a Marlboro Taxpayers Association and asked questions of the Board regarding the District’s budget.  Mr. Castellani entertained the questions and suggested that anyone who had any concerns to make an appointment with him, and he would be happy to meet with them.  Mr. John Mileo also addressed the Board of Education and suggested open communication with Dynegy.  Mr. Garafalo suggested sidewalks when work is done on Rt. 9W, and also reminded everyone to write to legislators to change the way taxes are funded.
Mr. Ray Preusser reviewed the Audit Report that he did for the Board of Education members.  He explained that the District has a Claims Auditor that approves bills for payment, an Internal Auditor, and an External Auditor.  All three auditors are mandated by the State and provides excellent checks and balances for the District’s funds.  Mr. Preusser wrote a management letter to the District about his findings.  He stated that any issues are being corrected pro-actively.
Mr. Bakatsias arranged for an e-doc presentation from Orange-Ulster BOCES staff.  It was presented as being economical, efficient, and secure at a nominal cost.
Mr. Castellani then informed the Board of Education that the 2008-09 mentors/mentees would be introduced.  Mr. Joe Pesavento was recognized for the Salute to Labor award he recently received.  
Mr. Castellani informed the Board of Education that it is not in the District’s favor that the Commissioner of Education would approve a transfer from Orange-Ulster BOCES to Ulster BOCES at this time.  Therefore, a study will not be done at this time.
Ms. Sensenig distributed two (2) transportation study proposals to Board of Education members for their review.

Mrs. Lostaglio updated Board members on the NYSSBA convention she recently attended.  She met the Director of Governmental Relations at the convention and is scheduling a meeting with him and the District to discuss issues that pertain to our District.  Mr. Jennison also added that he gained a tremendous amount of knowledge from attending the convention.  The Marlboro District’s saxology group played at the convention and received many accolades for their performance.
Mr. Sensenig reported that on Nov. 20th, the tax claims will be filed with the County.

The School Lunch fund profit and loss statement was distributed by Ms. Sensenig.

Mr. Dennis Flynn, Board Member, questioned about the lunch/recess periods at the Marlboro Intermediate School, and if the petition that was presented by the students was addressed.  Ms. Toombs answered that she met with some of the children who signed the petition and discussed their concerns.  She also presented research data that proves that recess before lunch is much more beneficial for children.  

Ms. Sensenig told Board Members that the bus pick-up and drop-off points at the Marlboro Elem./Marlboro Intermediate Schools have been changed to the 2nd bus loop.   A memo informing parents/guardians of this change will be sent to all M.E.S./M.I.S. students.   This change has taken place because of safety and congestion purposes.
