Mr. Adamshick, President, welcomed all to the meeting and turned the meeting over to Mr. Castellani, Supt. Of Schools.
Mr. Castellani introduced Joe Locastro as the Student Ex-officio (representative) to the Board of Education for the 2008-09 school year.

New York State FCCLA Officer Elect, Chelsea Derouchey, explained what the FCCLA organization does; two co-presidents of FCCLA also spoke of the group’s activities.

Ann Marie Giacoia is the advisor for FCCLA.

The meeting resumed at 8:00 p.m.

Mr. Castellani apprised the Board of Education of the following correspondence:  a letter from Mr. Walker, Principal, Middle Hope Elem. School, informing the Board of Education that Middle Hope School sponsored a grandparents and grand friends day that was a huge success; an invitation to the Board to attend a breakfast at the Middle School.

Ms. Reynolds reported that the District celebrated safety in our schools; there will be a full day of professional development on Nov. 4th; curriculum maps on line, District-wide in January.
Mr. Castellani said that phase 2 of the high school renovation project has been approved.  

Ms. Sensenig reported that the District entered a bond anticipation note (BAN) for $11,000,000 at a 4 ½% interest rate that is due 7/15/09; tax collection as of Oct. 15th is 81% of levy compared to 90% last year; and the consensus agenda financial reports have been re-formatted to make it easier to follow and read.
